Staff Recommendation:

The subject property consists of 27.9 acres located approximately 1100
feet West of the Northwest corner of Admiral Place and Garnett Road.

The tract was zoned U-3D, subject to a CDP, one year ago in contemplation
of a mobile home park. CDP No. 39 is an application for a mobile home
park to be called Holiday Park.

The Staff has examined the plot plan and recommends that CDP No. 39 be
approved as submitted subject to the following conditions and modifi-
cations:

1. That the number of mobile home spaces not exceed 200.

2. That each mobile home space be a minimum of 3600 square feet in area.

3. That mobile homes be set back a minimum of 40 feet from the center-
line of internal streets.

4. That a minimum of 15 feet of separation be provided between mobile
homes.

5. That a minimum of two parking spaces or 400 square feet of parking
area per unit be provided.

6. That a 10' planting strip be maintained in such a manner as to
provide reasonable screening along the entive perimeter of the
project.

11. That there be permitted a maximum of two detached signs identifying
the mobile home park to be located on Admiral Place and Garnett
Road, such signs not to exceed 8 feet in height, nor 30 square
feet in surface area, and that illumination be limited to indirect
lighting.

12. That the specifications of the plot plan be incorporated as
conditions of approval as modified above.

13. That approval be subject to the filing of a satisfactory
subdivision plat.

Mr. Davidson objected to the location and size of the recreation and
service area (No. 7) and requested that the setback from intermnal
streets be reduced to 35' from the centerline (No. 3). He also stated
that a mobile home insurance office was proposed and questionned its
allowance due to the wording of No. 9.

Protests: Roger Beckwar Address: 10845 East Admiral Place
Mr. Beckwar stated that he objected to a trailer court development.
