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PROPOSED COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT PLAN
BLOCK 1, ROSEWOOD CENTER ADDITION

Location: South sidz of East Admiral Place lying between South 10Olst East
Avenue and the Mingo Valley Expressway.

Zoned: U-3D
Acreage: 12.67

Proposal: Rosewood Center, lying adjacent to the Mingo Valley Expressway,

East Admiral Place, a major street and highway, and South 10lst E. Ave. lends
itself well to a community development project. The influencing factors of

a major expressway and a commercial primary arterial have already been recog-
nized by the zoning of the property for retail commercial usage. The tract

is also bordered on the west with retail commercial zoning. The present zoning
of U~3D may be best utilized under the community development project ordinance,
thus protecting the residential neighborhood to the south. It is proposed,
therefore, to utilize the tract as follows:

TRACT A

Legal: Lot 1, Block 1, less and except the North 150 feet thereof,
Rosewood Center Addition, City and County of Tulsa, State of
Cklahoma. 9.3 acres

Use: Multifamily-Apartments with incorporated open space.
Density: Maximum of 202 dwelling units

NOTE: The present C.D.P. ordinance provides "...that if no residential density
requirement exists in the zoning or use district in which said community develop=
ment project is located, the residential density requirements of the U-2C district
shall be applied.' (Sec. 18,d,1).

The U-2C classification allows one dwelling unit per 500 square feet
of lot area of 87.1 dwelling units per acre., The proposed maximum of 202
dwelling units on Tract A allows only one dwelling unit per 2,007 square feet
or 21.7 units per acre, thus providing approximately 1,507 additional square
feet per unit or total of nearly seven acres which may be utilized for more
spacious dwelling units, recreational open space, parking, etc.

Structural Limitations and Setbacks: Structures to be limited to two stories
in height, not to exceed 35 feet. A 35 ft. setback shall be maintained from
the South property line of Tract A. A five feet side yard shall be maintained
between structures. A 25 ft, setback shall be maintained from South 10lst East

Ave.
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Off Street Parking: One and One-half parking spaces per dwelling unit shall

be provided.
