Mr. McBlroy was present and advised that the conditions recommended
by the Staffl were acceptable.

Protests: None.

Statf Recommendation:

The subject property, some 12 acres in size, was recently zoned U-3D
subject to a Community Development Project in recognition of a pro-
posed mobile home park. The Staff has examined the CDP plot plan and
text submitted by the applicant and has found the proposal to be in
keeping with the intent and purposes of the CDP Ordinance. Therefore,
the Staff recommends APPROVAL of CDP No. 79, subject to the following
conditions:

1. That a shrubbery screen along the North and East boundaries
of the project be a condition of approval.

2. That the CDP text and plot plan be conditions of approval.

3. That no commercial uses be permitted wi
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plot plan.

4. That a subdivision plat be approved and filed of record
in the County Clerk's office before any building permits
are issued.

5. That a free-standing sign be permitted along Mohawk Boulevard
to identify the park, a maximum of 15 feet in height and 48
square feet in area (6 x 8) and no flashing lights.

Zoning Committee Recommendation: APPROVAL of the CDP, subject to the
conditions as stated by the Staff.

TMAPC Action: 7 members present.

On MOTION of LEAVITT, the Planning Commission voted unanimously to
recommend to the City Board of Adjustment that CDP #79 be approved,
subject to the conditions recommended by the Staff (above) on the
foilowing described property:

ALl of Lot 6 and part of Lot 7, Barrett and Evans Addition to
the City of Tulsa, Oklahoma.
